There were 8 bald Eagles seen with 6 adults and 2 immatures. We had tied record highs for Winter Wren, Merlin, Bald Eagles and 
Barred Owls. We had the first record ever of a Blue-gray Gnatcatcher seen and photographed in Lawrence County Ohio. We also 
observed Gray Catbird, American Woodcock and Brown Thrasher.
