Medium-sized gull with longer wings, about Ring-billed Gull sized. Skinnier looking compared to
Larus gulls with a relatively long bill.

Individual was in adult breeding plumage showing a long dark red bill, black hood, skinny white eye
arcs, with white underparts and tail, a slate gray back and wings which led to black primaries. Also
noted were black underside to the primaries.

Description of behavior:
Flew in from the direction of Petersburg fairly low, presumably looking for a place to forage over the

fields. Flew over fairly close to me working its way up the valley then turning around and headed
back to the south to where | think it flew back towards Petersburg.




Habitat: (General and Specific)
Large agricultural fields, some planted with corn, some hay fields, but the majority is pasturelands.

The bird flew in from behind me while | was scoping out a wet area in a corn field while at the 90
degree turn on the road when | noticed the bird coming in from the direction of Petersburg. It was
somewhat backlit but flew over and worked the fields in front of me for a minute or so in much better
light. | observed this bird first with 8x42 Zeiss binoculars and photographed with a Canon Rebel
equipped with a 100-400mm super telephoto lens.

A lot of experience with this species while county listing on much of the eastern and western shores
of Maryland over the last few years plus while birding in other states like while I'm birding for the
World Series of Birding in New Jersey.
