During the initial July 22nd observation and the earliest observation of July 23rd: It was standing on a
low, vegetated covered channel diverter in the Kanawha River. It seemed to be relaxed and not really
doing anything except looking around or preening a little.

On the third observation, (the second one of July 23rd), it was doing the same thing for about
30-minutes. Then it seemed to get hungry. It quickly walked to the edge of the vegetation and started
catching something in the water. | don't know if it heard fish/crawdads/etc. or whether it was just
luckv to find food so auicklv. It foraaed for about 15-minutes and then took off upstream. | auicklv lost

After
making several stops, | saw this large white bird on the channel diverter, (island), in the river. The
first saved photograph lists the time as 10:37. It would have only taken a few minutes to get out of the
vehicle and get the camera set-up.

When first observed, it was 310 yards away, (Google Earth Maps). | had a 10X set of binoculars and
a Canon SX70HS Camera. The camera has 65X optical zoom. The screen/photos can be computer
pushed to 260X but the quality of photographs is degraded drastically. The same equipment was
carried on all three observations.

Both Great Egrets and juvenile Little Blue Herons have been observed at the Marmet Locks. Due to
the size, | assumed it was the former and listed it as such in my field notes. | continued on with the
rest of the observation until 13:40.

However, on July 23rd, I crossed over to the Marmet side of the river and got a better look. I estimate the greenish-yellow legs were 18 to 24-inches long.

It foraged for about 15-minutes and then took off upstream. I quickly lost sight of it when it flew below the old stone lock wall and behind some trees. I didn't see it after that.

Great Egrets: I've observed and photographed them several times on nearby properties. I have observed them at the Locks but haven't photographed them there. They have all yellow bills while the subject bird has a bi-colored bill like a Great Blue Heron. Great Egrets also have black legs and the subject bird has yellowish-green legs.

Both of the eliminated species are infrequent visitors and I have to go to the "books" each and every time to be sure of the sighting. In fact, even though the subject bird had a bi-colored bill, my field notes list it as a Great Egret. I can't trust my memory on seldom seen birds and must use reference material.

Many clearly showed the bird's legs and bill to confirm it was indeed, a Great Blue Heron (White form).
