	Structure Overall size and shape plus details on the head feet tail etc: A single bird larger than Mourning Dove but smaller than Rock Dove - both seen in the vicinity at the same time.
	Plumage eg markings coloration molt: Narrow black ring on hind-neck, squared-off tail, dark primaries and distinctive undertail markings noted.
	Description of any vocalizations if heard: First located by 3-note call that was repeated many times.
	Description of behavior: Perched and calling on utility lines.  When it took flight I followed it to a nearby bird feeder.  It fed for a few minutes and flew back to original perch on utility lines.
	Habitat General and Specific: Located in a built-up area of businesses, parking lots and a large trailer park.
	Circumstances of observation Include details of distance to bird optics employed lighting in relation to observer and the bird: The bird was somewhat tame.  I was able to approach to within about 50' but didn't chance going closer to avoid "spooking" the bird.  It flew a short distance to a residence and I moved to that location to watch it under a bird feeder.  After a few minutes it returned to the original perch.  I utilized a Nikon Coolpix P950 camera to capture multiple images of the bird, showing the key markings.
	Previous experience with this species: I saw this species once before in the town of Union in Monroe Co.
