1960 (WA); 20 March 1971 (HS) and 2010 (DP); 21 March 1970 (HS); 23 March 1969 (WA) 1970 (HS).  

 Fall:  Fairly Common Migrant from early September to mid-October.  Uncommon Migrant in late October to mid-

November.  Late dates, 29 November 2009 (DP); 27 November 2005 (MG, DP), 16 November 1970 (HS); 12 November 

1968 (HS); 09 November 1970 (HS).
