from 03 February to 22 February 1996 in Mason County, WV (WA, MG); six from 07 January to 16 February 1997 at Byrd
Locks & Dam (WA, SS, LW); one on 07 February 2009 at Byrd Locks & Dam (MG, DP); one on 13 February 2010 at Crown
City WA (MG).
