Friday afternoon — Birds of Prey — presented by Flying Higher. Jo Santiago, wildlife biologist and creator of Flying Higher,
is dedicated to the conservation of birds of prey and their habitats. The experience of actually living with non-releasable
permanently injured birds of prey 24/7 has provided Jo with unique insight into their world. Their individual
personalities, behaviors, needs, idiosyncrasies, and body language are remarkably like our own. They have much to teach
us. In learning about them, we learn much about ourselves. Jo will bring several of the birds she cares for.

Friday evening — Woodpeckers of West Virginia — There are 7 species of woodpeckers that can be found in West
Virginia. Woodpeckers are highly specialized birds and their adaptations are remarkable. This visual and auditory
program will highlight these adaptations and show how to identify them by sight and sound.

Saturday field trip — Olsen Fire Tower/Fernow Experimental Forest Field Trip — A host of warblers can be expected at
the two outstanding areas we will visit on this field trip, including the following: Northern Parula, Black-throated Green,
Black-and-white, Black-throated Blue, Magnolia, Yellow-rumped, Canada, Chestnut-sided, American Redstart, Common
Yellowthroat, Louisiana Waterthrush and Ovenbird. Also possible are Northern Waterthrush, Mourning Warbler and
several others. Expect to hear the beautiful songs of the Wood Thrush, Hermit Thrush and Veery as well as many other
birds.
